
The 2015 Afghanistan Demographic and Health Survey 
(2015 AfDHS) was implemented by the Central Statistics 
Organization and the Ministry of Public Health from 
June 15, 2015 to February 23, 2016. The funding for the 
AfDHS was provided by the United States Agency 
for International Development (USAID). ICF provided 
technical assistance through The DHS Program, a USAID-
funded project providing support and technical assistance 
in the implementation of population and health surveys in 
countries worldwide.

*Provincial estimates should be interpreted carefully taking into 
account the relative standard errors and the confidence intervals around 
the particular indicator. This is even more so with indicators at the 
subsample level, given that the total number of cases would be smaller. 
This is true for any survey.

It provides 
estimates at the national and provincial levels, as well 
as for urban and rural areas.* Estimates for Zabul 
are not presented separately due to sample coverage 
issues; however, they are included in the total national 
estimates.
